                                                  Introduction to Symantec VisualCafé 4.0 on the ENS Windows NT PC

1. Log on to an ENS Windows NT PC during your lab.

Note, all of your local files are located on the Z:\  drive 

I have placed all of the public assessable files that are located on

on the ENS Windows NT system located at

              S:\mcs\cs1043\fall2001\wainwright\        This is a public read only directory.

2. Your Lab instructor and Lab assistant will show you how to use WS_FTP to file transfer all of your

         euler files to your local Z drive on the ENS Windows NT PC.  This should include all of your java

         files for your previous labs and programs, including ConsoleReader.

INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO USE    Symantec VisualCafé 4.0

1.     Start     -    Symantec Visual Café Database Edition     -      Symantec Visual Café

2.     Close all window(s) that show up.  This should produce a blank screen.

3. File  -  New Project

4. On the screen that pops up, click on Empty Project, then click OK

a. We now need to “include” a file into the project.

b. Right click on Start (lower left corner) and select Windows Exployer

c. Go to your Z:\ drive and find ConsoleReader.java and “drag” it to the Project Window (the left window).

d. Next, locate your lab5.java file and “drag” it to the Project Window as well.

a. Now you are ready to Edit/compile/build/execute your java project as follows:

b. Double click on lab5.java in the Project Window.  The code should appear in the right window.

c. You are now able to edit all you want to.  In this case no editing should be required assuming that you already successfully completed lab5.  If you did do some editing, save by clicking on File – Save.

d. To compile and run your program do the following:

1. Single click on ConsoleReader.java in the Projects Window, then click on Project – Compile.  Note you need to compile the ConsoleReader only once per session.

2. Single click on lab5.java in the Projects Window, then click on Project – Compile.

3. This should compile.  If not, fix the errors and repeat this process.

4. After compiling correctly, click on Project – Build Application.

5. Next, click on Project – Execute.

e. This will pop up a black background window showing the execution and output for the program.

7.    Management of the output screen:
a. To enlarge:  Right click on the Title Bar and select Properties – Layout.  Then adjust the

      window size (width and height).  You should save properties for future.

b.   To print the output screen:   Right click  on the Title bar.  Select     Edit – Mark

       Next, use the mouse and highlight the text of the output screen you want to copy.

       Next, right click on the Title bar,  Edit – Copy.  This has the effect of placing the contents

       of the highlighted text onto the clipboard.

c.    Next open Notepad:   Start – Accessories – Notepad

       Edit – Paste

       File – Print

8.  You can print your java source file as follows:   After the source file appears in the right window,

     click on File – Print.

In addition to understanding these eight steps, the specific lab assignment is to redo the Lab5 assignment using the Symantec VisualCafé 4.0 environment.

Specifically, print lab5.java and the output screen from lab5.java using the same data we used last week for lab5.

Turn both printouts in to your Lab instructor.
