Part I.  Run the DrawHouse applet

Using Visual Café create a project called Lab13a and include DrawHouse.java and the ccj folder.

Compile and build DrawHouse.  You should not make any changes to the code.

Your lab instructor will show you how to run the DrawHouse applet by double clicking on the associated html file, DrawHouse.htm.   Follow the instructions of the applet and draw the house.

To receive credit for Part I of this lab, execute the DrawHouse applet in the presence of your lab instructor or lab assistant.

Part II.  Run the TowersApp applet

Using Visual Café create a project called Lab13b and include TowersApp.java

The ccj folder is not needed for this applet.

Compile and build TowersApp. 
Your lab instructor will show you how to run the TowersApp applet by double clicking on the associated html file, TowersApp.htm.  

Note, you may have to alter the TowersApp.java code by adjusting the waste_time method.

Your lab instructor may suggest to you to use an integer such as 200 in this method.

Several attempts may be needed in order to “see” the colored disks move from one pole to another.

To receive credit for Part II of this lab, execute the TowersApp applet in the presence of your lab instructor or lab assistant.
