(This is a student sssignment to be completed during the first week of class, and before the first scheduled Lab period)

How to obtain a computer account for the College Window NT System Located in Keplinger Hall (room number L1, and room number M7)

AND

How to obtain a computer account for the College Solaris Unix System (Euler) (KEH U358)

1. Log on to one of the PC's in Keplinger Hall Room L1 using the login id "orientation", with

       password "orientation".  Then launch Netscape as follows:


click on Start


select Programs


select Netscape Communicator (in some machines it my be under Internet)


click on Netscape Navigator

2. It should come up at the TU Engineering and Natural Sciences College home page. 

If it does not, then type in the URL:  http://www.ens.utulsa.edu
3.  Click on computing (second option on the left).

4. Scroll down under the heading Accounts .

5. Click on  Request a Windows NT Account.   Fill out the form.  Follow all directions.

6.  Click on  Request a Solaris and Linux Account   Fill out the form.  Follow all directions.

NOTE KEEP A COPY OF THE TWO FORMS THAT YOU TURN IN.  MEMORIZE OR WRITE DOWN IN A SAFE PLACE YOUR ID AND PASSWORD FOR BOTH ACCOUNTS AND ALWAYS BRING THIS INFORMATION TO LAB.

Each student automatically has an account on the University Unix System.

Login ID:  full first name (followed by a dash) full last name (all in lower case)

Example: if your name is John Anderson, your login id is:  john-anderson

Initial password is your social security number (no blanks or dashes).

If you do not have a SSN then your initial password is your Student ID number with a 0(zero)in front of it (no blanks).

Your email address is your login ID followed by @utulsa.edu

Example:  John Anderson’s email address would be john-anderson@utulsa.edu
